Australia Post may be issuing an mini sheet later in the year and are considering overprint-
ing 500 for Launpex 2009. If this happens they will be advertised in the Stamp Bulletin, Austra-
lia wide and the overprints may only be available from us and we will sell then at an appropriate
price.

We will also at our expense have an Mini Sheet & Booklet overprinted for sale plus a set
of covers with the Tasmanian Pictorial Stamps using the same set of stamps as the overprints.
(these may be a different set to what ever Australia may over print )

The covers will be in a set of eight limited edition of 50 numbered sets, the mini sheet and book-
let will be limited to 100 each and also numbered.

This year we have changed the months when market days are held, now we have them in March
and September when we hope the weather will be kinder to us. This has created a problem with
our catalogue Sales, we had to reduce it to only one for this year due to Launpex 2009. Our No-
vember sale has just been concluded with sale of about $3000.

Vendors wishing to participate in our Launpex Auction needs to have lots in by 1st August and
all lots will need to be of a high standard, or they will be rejected and a minimum reserve of
$5.00 will apply.

We are expecting some big collectors from the main land and they will in most case be bidding
on items at the auction, at this stage the auction will be on Sunday 1st November in the after-
noon.

I think that at least 2 dealers will be entering lots in this auction and we would hope for up tp 700
lots in the catalogue.

This is not confirmed but we may also charge a buyers premium ( Probably 10%) as most other
Auction do similar and with postage and printing cost its becoming harder to financially keep the
catalogue sales continuing.
